Priority is given to
California community college students.

To make sure that we see the whole you in
your application, we use a comprehensive
review process in which all academic and non-
academic/personal attributes are considered,
but more emphasis is put on academic
preparedness for the major.

By the end of the spring term prior to fall
admission you will need to:
